Selecting the resident county will produce a report of students within the selected county regardless of Service County. Selecting the service county will produce a report of students within the selected county regardless of Resident County.

3. Choose which student or students will be included in the IEP Snapshot report by clicking on the square check box next to the desired student’s name.

4. Or, to choose all students, click the Select All button.
5. Next, click the Run Report button.
