Directions for Completing Student Compass/ClassView
Note: ClassView should be completed for each group of students with whom you may work. 
1. Gather the IEPs for the students in your class.

2. List all students receiving special education services on the vertical axis. Note each student’s strengths within the same cell. 
3. Next identify instructional accommodations required for each student.  During this process, use the students’ IEPs and conference with the special educator.

Work across the horizontal axis to enter accommodations in presentation, response, timing and scheduling, and setting.  Be as specific as possible. For example, if a student requires adapted print materials as a presentation accommodation, indicate what type of accommodation is required.  Noting large print or visual cues will better inform your instructional decisions.  
4. Now consider tools and techniques from the Instructional Strategies Bank that may provide additional support for the students with disabilities in your class. Enter any of the tools and techniques selected under the heading “Teacher-Selected Tools and Techniques” under the appropriate accommodations category (i.e. presentation, response, timing and scheduling, or setting).
5. After you have entered IEP accommodations and teacher-selected tools and techniques for all of your special education students, consider general education students in your class who may also benefit from teacher-selected interventions. Based on your knowledge of each student and conferences with other educators who may interact with each student, complete step 4, to the extent possible, for those students in your class.

6. After completing Student Compass: ClassView, analyze all of the instructional accommodations and teacher-selected interventions listed and reflect on how to best implement them within your daily instructional activities. Within a given lesson, the instructional accommodations mandated by IEPs should always be met.  On your Student Compass: ClassView, note these entries with an asterisk.  
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
